Legislative Affairs – Quanda Evans
Basic Education Funding has passed the legislature and is expected to be signed by the Governor soon.

Strengthening math and science curriculum and education is ongoing work that has been assigned to the Legislature by the State Board of Education and OSPI.  WSPTA has been involved in this work.

WASL Improvements – Progress is being made to address this issue; making significant changes to the state test which will be shorter, less expensive to score, while meeting No Child Left Behind requirements.

Support State Board of Education CORE 24 Framework is a success.

Progress is being made to address the inequities in the state salary allocations due to grandfathering in teacher compensation.  There is much to consider to address concerns about any proposed changes to the current system.
