Summary for Teachers
What is the Classroom Bucks program?
The goal of Classroom Bucks is to support the PTSA goal of enhancing student learning by supporting teachers in their classrooms.  The Classroom Bucks is a fundraiser held during Curriculum Night where PTSA asks Parents to donate funds to help support teaching.  There are two kinds of Grants available through Classroom Bucks program:  

Teacher Grants:  These are grants up to $150 in value provided to teachers to cover classroom incidental expenses.  
Classroom Buck Grants:  These are grants for programs, materials, or equipment needs to enrich learning for students.  
09-10 Classroom Bucks raised approximately $12,500 and all of those funds were disbursed.  New funds this year are to be generated at Curriculum night in Sept, as well as on-going contributions through out the year.

How Do Teachers Access “Classroom Bucks” Funds?
For Classroom Bucks Grants:  
1. Teachers (who are PTSA Members) submit “Classroom Bucks Grant” proposals (located on the PTSA Website) to the Grant Committee who reviews the grants based upon a criteria. (Drop off the grant application in the PTSA box in the mailroom.) Approved grants are then presented to the PTSA Membership for approval to fund the grant. When a grant is denied by the committee, the committee notifies the requestor in writing.
2. When a grant is approved by the membership, the Grant committee notifies the grant recipient providing an explanation of how to receive the approved funds from the PTSA.  
3. The Grant recipient then receives disbursement from the Tyee PTSA Treasurer according to instructions provided by the Grant Committee.
Due Dates for Classroom Bucks Grants:

Fall Cycle:
Friday October 29, 2010
Winter Cycle: Friday January 28, 2011 
Grant Criteria:

· Directly relates to existing curriculum

· Benefits greatest possible number of students

· Involves students in “hands-on” activities

· Have on-going benefits, such as equipment that can be used year after year, or by other teachers in subsequent years

For Teacher Grants:  

1. For Teacher Grants, a teacher must be a PTSA Member.  Teachers submit receipt(s) and an explanation of the purchase with a completed PTSA Teacher Re-imbursement form to the PTSA Treasurer.  

Teacher Grants ($150) are due by December 17, 2010 (FINAL DEADLINE).
